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Danbury Residential Tuesday 6th May – Friday 9th May 2025
Dear Parents in Year 4
Time marches on and there is now just over one school week to go before we leave for Danbury. I thought it would be helpful just to clarify a few things.

Departure Day – Tuesday 6th May.
Each class will need to have a slightly different bag station at the school. We will be leaving from the Abbey Field Site as it’s just slightly easier for both the coaches and for bags.
All classes to come in from 8.30a.m., entering the AF Hall through the main front doors and look for the relevant teacher.  Class Castle – Miss Wiggins; Class Cavalier – Mr. Innocent; Class Garrison – Mrs. Crane.
Please don’t come before this time as we are still running Breakfast Club and there is nowhere to pop the bags – or children. The only exception to this is if your children are actually attending Breakfast Club, in which case for Year 4, they should on this day only come to Breakfast Club at Abbey Field.
We will be on hand to relieve you of your children’s bags, etc. Children in Class Castle will need to look for Miss Wiggins. Children in Class Cavalier will need to look for Mr. Innocent. Children in Class Garrison will need to look for Mrs. Crane.
Class teachers will also be collecting in the medication/compounds/ointments and creams as you drop off the bags.
Once we have taken bags/medication, etc., the children will go to class with their teachers. The coaches will leave from the front of the school at approximately 9.30a.m, should you be planning to come to wave them off. We will not be leaving before this time, so there is no need to arrive any earlier. 

Please make sure that any medication is clearly labelled with name and instructions as to dosage etc. Please also make sure Ventolin inhalers are named as these all look the same.
Please remember children MUST bring a packed lunch for this day. As always, NO glass bottles and just a throw away carrier bag to carry it in.  If you require a school packed lunch, please order this as soon as possible so that it can be available for your child for the Tuesday morning.
Return Day – Friday 9th May
We will return to the Abbey Field site for approximately 2.30p.m. Please park sensibly on Abbey Fields and do not block the road, as we have got to get two coaches to the front of the school and this is very difficult to do, if parents have parked in the way. We will ask parents to help unload the coaches and pop the bags in the school car park and it is only after the coaches have been unloaded of bags that we will get the children off.

· Wash bag – with contents (shower gel, toothpaste, tooth brush, hair gel, brush, comb)
- Nightwear
Go through what you’ve packed with your children, so they know it’s in there.

Please remember that activities go ahead regardless of the weather.  Children will be able to change if they get wet, but need the clothes to be able to do so.

Please also remember that children must not bring electronic devices.
