AF Flood 

First of all thank you for your patience and understanding with regards to the school having to shut the 

AF site on Monday. As already said in the school’s e-mail to parents, the flood in the AF kitchen was 

caused by a pipe failure in the plant room where water then happily escaped onto the central cooking 

station and floor causing significant damage.  

As it stands, the kitchen is now in the process of drying and dehumidifiers are at work constantly to suck 

the moisture out. 

Once that has been completed, the electrics will be redone in that area and the hall, and after this is 

checked, we can then get the equipment replaced. As with all these things, we are at the mercy of both 

time, due to the volume of water, and the insurers as they are responsible for facilitating the repairs 

and signing off on replacement kitchen equipment. Because of the nature of the damage, we do not 

expect this to be a quick fix. 

In the meantime, at AF, the kitchen remains out of use as does the hall for PE. This means that for chil-

dren at AF who want a school meal, we are continuing to offer the cold wrap option only as we cannot 

either safely transport or serve anything hot. All PE for the children at AF will be outside, so please have 

a look at suitable clothes for PE on the school’s website under School Uniform.
